WEDNESDAY

you in order to see Him use it for a miracle.

THURSDAY

Please read Matthew 14:13-21. What stands out to you about God's multiplying power
in this miracle? How can knowing God multiplies what He provides help you have the
courage to step out and serve? Thank God today for His power. Pray that you will see
His multiplying power in your life.

FRIDAY

Please read Hebrews 13:7-8. When you look at the disciples’ reactions, what type of
faith do you see that you want to imitate? Knowing that the Jesus who fed the five
thousand is the same Jesus who is with you is pretty amazing! How can that truth
give you hope today? How can it give you courage? Thank God for His unchanging
nature. Pray that your faith will be an example for those who are watching you. Ask
God to help you live with confidence in the truth of His unchanging love and power.
